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The Life of Doris Coates (1916 — 2010)

Doris Fletcher was born on the 3™ April 1916 in
Ferryhill, Co. Durham. She worked as a hairdresser
and in a hat shop before she met and married Les
Coates on the 13™ January 1940.

They had three children, Marjory, who was born in
1942, and David, who was born in 1948. They
moved to Middlesbrough in 1949 and Denise was
born in Southfield Road in 1950. All the family
went to Linthorpe Road Methodist Church in

Middlesbrough.
Les was in the R.A.F. during the war and then worked as a hospital
Almoner. He had been unable to train as a teacher because of the war
and went to Bede College, Durham, as a mature student in 1959.

The family moved to Taunton Way in Grimsby in 1961, when Les got
his first teaching job at Western Junior School. Roselle Lamle was the
secretary there at the same time and invited Les to come to Scartho
Methodist Church. Joyce Middleton lived opposite them and they
became good friends. Doris helped Joyce when her husband, Frank,
died in 1968.
Doris worked for a time in Scartho at Chatterton’s sweet shop and at
Beeson’s wallpaper shop in Freeman Street.
Les and Doris moved to Holton-le-Clay in 1972. They had six
grandchildren. Their first grandchild, Jo, was born in 1978, Chris was
born in 1979, Susan in 1981 (David’s children) and Andi was born in
1981. Doris’ other grandchildren were born later when David lived
abroad - Charlotte in 1991 and Sean in 1993. They now live in
Switzerland.
Doris helped to look after Jo and Andi when Denise returned to work in
1984. Jo and Andi can remember her lovely home-cooked meals and
her playing cards and games with them.
Doris had a strong faith all of her life. She loved the Psalms and
Christian Choral music and sang with Les in the choir. She was a
caterer at Church and a member of the Ladies Fellowship.
During her later years, Doris could not get to Church. Her sight and
hearing had deteriorated and she couldn’t follow what was going on in
the Services. The last time she came to Church was Joyce Middleton’s
90™ birthday party in 2008. She insisted, before going into the large
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hall, going into Church, kneeling at the communion rail and praying
while Denise parked the car — it was as if she knew that this would be
her last time in Church.

Doris was a very determined lady. She managed well after Les died in
1998. She needed carers to look after her in the last few years of her life
to enable her to stay in her own home. It was getting to the point where
Denise was going to have to look at Nursing Homes to ensure Doris’s
safety. The family thank God that this didn’t have to happen.

Doris was ready to leave this life and is now safe in God’s care — we
