Many of you may have noticed that the Action for Children shops, notably the
one in Victoria Street, Grimsby has been taken over by DebRA. DebRA is the
national charity working on behalf of people in the UK with the genetic skin
blistering condition called Epidermolysis Bullosa (EB). This change of
occupancy took place on the 29th September 2009.

Tracey Backhouse, the manageress of the shop in Victoria Street (who believes
passionately in the shopf6s cause) expl
ranging from skin and internal body linings which blister at the slightest knock
or rub, causing painful, open wounds; to people with the more severe types of
EB also have an exceptionally high risk of developing skin cancers, shortening
their lives by approximately 30-40 years. In its most severe form, the condition
is fatal in infancy.

The emblem for the store is a butterfly and the charity hopes to fund further
research working for a life for those affected to be free of pain. Tracey informs
me that all donations would be gratefully accepted and would like to thank
