How will I know what the money has been spent on?

To maintain privacy for the people who receive from the fund,
names and dates of donations will not be made general
knowledge, although the amount of money donated annually
will be reported to the church at the General Church Meeting.

Church Assessment

This is the amount we have to pay to the Circuit from the

church as our part of the financial upkeep of the Circuit,
including ministersd stipends etc
less on a price per member basis. Because it is likely

some churches in the Circuit will be closing soon, each

remaining church has been asked to increase their

assessment payment by about 10%. This will mean that

in 2010 0 11 our assessment from Scartho will go up to

about £29,000. In order to meet this amount, and not

decrease our own work as a church, our tithing and out-

reach, it will obviously be necessary to increase our

personal giving. Please consider whether, in this time of

financial restriction, you can increase your giving to the

church, and if not, whether you would

qualify to AGIi ft Aido what sady
pay - this would automatically
increase your gift by 28%! All that is

necessary to do this is for you to be a UK
tax payer. We do NOT judge the amount
given - we appreciate that God may
prompt you to give to many different
causes.

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16 Crunchy Sausage Rolls

sausages just as well, and suited my vegetarian guests at

Christmas very well. What is more, they are ideal for children to

make, because they seem to love squashing the bread and rolling

up them up, stabbing them with cocktail sticks afterwards!

8 slices bread, crusts removed

8 pork chipolata (or vegetarian) sausage
veg sausages are full size instead of chipolata size)

40z grated cheese

2 oz butter

salt and pepper

% level teaspn mustard

16 wooden cocktail sticks

Roll the bread as flat as possible using a rolling pin. Mix butter,
cheese, seasoning and mustard together. Divide this mixture
equally between the slices of bread and spread it evenly. Top each
buttered slice of bread with a sausage and roll it up firmly. Put
cocktail sticks through each end and cut the roll in half, so that each
slice of bread gives 2 sausage rolls. Place on greased baking sheet
and bake at 400°F, 200°C for 25 - 30 mins till crisp and golden.
Remove cocktail sticks before serving.

The rolls can be frozen after assembly, and then cooked either from
defrosted or frozen, though obviously it will take slightly longer to
cook them if starting from frozen.
