God at Work 

Have you ever felt why did this happen now? Especially 

about bad things? Sometimes people are determined to do 

bad things, but God only allows it in his time.                      

While we were in Kenya, there was a fire at the school. As 

soon as we heard of the fire, we phoned Patrick who put it 

on the prayer chain. The 104 boys who slept in the               

dormitory that burned were doing prep at the time, so no one 

was hurt., but the boys lost everything except what they had 

with them. The fire brigade stopped the fire spreading to the 

younger boys’ dormitory. Moses had arranged a meeting the 

next day for church leaders about the proposed new             

constitution for Kenya (which would give preferential         

treatment to Islam) – because news of the fire was broadcast 

on the radio, more people came to the conference including 

the local MP. He made a contribution towards the             

rebuilding. At a previously arranged meeting one parent  

offered enough stone to rebuild in stone, others offered        

cement, corrugated iron for roofing, and a tree for timber. 

Patrick arranged a retiring collection at Scartho for the boys' 

needs. As soon as the money arrived Moses bought under-

pants for all the boys, as they only had the clothes they stood 

up in. We've never seen him look so pleased. Steve from the 

USA. who is working with street boys, bought mugs,            

blankets and some mattresses, as well as food. Some     

Ukrainian missionary students, who had provided some  

mattresses the day before the fire which were not yet in use, 

bought 50 more. Derek brought forward the contribution 

from our tithing fund (that had been agreed by our church 

council) and that quickly arrived. Other friends from Laceby 

Road sent gifts. The school has been very short of money 

this year and could not pay for the boys possessions to be 

replaced. When she left Margaret said one of the boys was 

still coming to class in flip-flops, but the rest now have 

shoes and their school books have been replaced. We were 

so glad to be there. The story isn't over yet but we saw God 

at work through the timing of the fire, and through the        

generosity of our friends here.       Christopher and Elizabeth 
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God at Work, - again! 

As most of  you will already know from my announcement in last month’s 
magazine, Robert and I are hoping to move to Cyprus from next spring.  It is 
something which we have been thinking about for some time, so not a spur 
of the moment madness, but we want to tell you just how the reality has 
come about.                        
We had always said we would not do anything about moving there before 
Heather was married, as we knew that purchase of a property there can        
happen very quickly, and we didn’t want to find our ideal property and not be 
able to buy because we still had a wedding to plan, pay for and attend!  
Therefore when we went to Cyprus this time, wedding all done with, we went 
open minded about moving, but actively looking, and most of all praying that 
if it was to be for us, we would be given both the place and the peace of mind 
we needed.  What concerned us most was how to co-ordinate the selling, 
buying , moving etc as we didn’t quite understand how we could do it.  We 
would need to sell in Grimsby to buy out there, but then we also need an  
income and couldn’t guarantee jobs out there if we just upped and left......  all 
of which resulted in some whirling brains and more prayers.   When we were 
there this time, we were staying in the area we wanted to  move to, if we 
were to move at all, and we looked at many estate agents windows and a few 
houses, but none of those we could afford fitted our bill.  If it was to be a 
home, rather than just a holiday home, it needed not to be a cramped box on 
a modern development, with no garden or privacy.    Robert especially began 
to get cold feet about the whole idea, and we told God that it was too big a 
step for us just to move without seeing what was in store for us (sorry,         
Abraham, we just aren’t as trusting as you!!)                                  
Then God provided a cloud of volcanic dust, which meant we had to stay in 
Cyprus for another 6 days, at least, so we rebooked our flight for the first 
available to us, and found a reasonably priced hotel in Larnaka, near the     
airport, and settled in to enjoy the extended holiday.  We handed back our 
hire car, so we walked everywhere, including past several estate agents        
windows, though as we were not near the area we want to move to, we were 
looking idly rather than with intention.  In a window, late one evening, we 
noticed a studio apartment which had just been reduced in price.  The estate 
agent came out to talk to us about it, but we took it no further .  Then as we 
walked back to the hotel, we realised we could buy that property without 
selling in Grimsby,  which would mean we could move over, see how life 
there works out, whether we can afford to live there, find jobs etc, without 
losing the security of our  home in the UK.   
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This was on Monday evening                     
Tuesday morning we went to see the estate agent,  and arranged for them to 
take us to the property, which was back where we had been staying during 
the first week, at  lunchtime on Wednesday.                      
Wednesday we visited the property and spent the rest of the day praying 
about whether it was what we should do, with our minds spinning.      
Thursday morning we went to the estate agent and agreed to pay the asking 
price, and early Thursday afternoon was spent going to lots of ATMs getting 
out money to pay the deposit  - not easy when their ATMs have a  €300 daily 
maximum withdrawal per card!  At 3pm we met the agent again to pay what 
we had accumulated, and then went to meet a lawyer to discuss the sale.                
Friday  we managed to get the rest of the deposit, spent the morning on the 
beach and then met the agent to pay the money to her.  After that we went 
back to the hotel, showered and finished packing, left our bags there and 
went back to see the lawyer to sign a power of attorney.  Then we had a meal, 
collected our bags and flew home with the key to the apartment in our 
pocket!                            
We are both convinced that God planned for us to move to Larnaka when we 
did , because the property had only just been reduced in price, and it was not 
advertised in the area we had been staying at first, even though that is where 
it is situated.  It has given us the stepping stone we needed to avoid taking 
such a large step of faith, which we were struggling with, and God has proved 
himself to be nothing less than generous and understanding of our weakness, 
both now and previously. (When I was asked to do the Kenya Kids cookbook 
by God, I told Him I couldn’t do that  - I had no idea where to start or the  
technology I would need to use to do it.  He gave me the magazine to practice 
on, and Terina to help me, and the cookbook came easily after that, raising 
over £650 for the charity.)    God has given us the place, the peace and a spirit 
of adventure  - when I first knew Robert, he told me he would never remarry, 

and never leave Lincoln!  5½  years of marriage later, we are planning our 
move to another country!!!!                           
God’s timing for our move seems to be that we will rent the Cyprus property 
out this year,  while we sort out our place here for renting, then live in Cyprus 
for a year to see if it works, and if it does, we shall sell here and buy bigger 
there.  We are blessed that our children support us in this move.  It is an     
exciting time, a scary time, and no doubt a very busy time, but please be       
assured we are still part of Scartho, will be with you when we are able  and 
will continue to support it as long as we are in the UK.   Many thanks for the 
letter of appreciation as I leave the leadership team.

As many of you will know, we went to Florida in the Easter holidays.  We’d 
carefully planned the dates so that we could go for two weeks and still keep it 
within the school holiday times, and were due to fly home on the last Friday 
of the school break, giving us plenty of time to relax and get organised before  
returning to school and work on the Monday.  Or so we thought ... we hadn’t 
allowed for the fact that Eyjafjallajökull, the volcano in Iceland, was about to 
erupt and cause chaos!  We hadn’t been keeping up with the news while we 
were away, and the first we knew was when we got a text from my Dad the 
day before we were due to fly home, saying that all UK airports were closed.  
We were all packed and ready to come home, and we thought he was joking, 
so didn’t pay too much attention at first.  It quickly became apparent that he         
wasn’t joking at all, and we had a problem.               

To cut a long, involved story short, we ended up stuck in 
Florida for an extra six days, eventually getting home on 
the following Thursday.  And I know what you’re thinking, 
there are far worse places that we could have been stuck, 
and you’re right.  But we (especially me and Joel) were all 
really ready to come home – we’d had a fantastic holiday, 
but two weeks is a long time, and we were ready to get 
back.  We were very lucky, in that Thomson were fabulous, and looked after 
us very well, providing us with accommodation and some of our meals, albeit 
in three different hotels – we felt like we’d had three holidays by the time we 
got back, and I’d got packing and unpacking down to a fine art!   Other          
people, unfortunately, weren’t so fortunate.  The American people were        
fantastic – they labelled us ‘Stranded Europeans’, and did everything they 
could to make our extended stay more comfortable – Universal and Disney 
offered free entry to the parks, restaurants offered us discounts, and the         
hotel staff did whatever they could to make sure that we were OK.                            

I thank God for so many things – the prayers said for us while we were 
stranded; the fact that we’d had a washer and dryer in our apartment so we 

had clean clothes for our extended stay; the safe 
flight home with a very caring and considerate  
Captain who did everything that he could to             
reassure us and put us at our ease (it didn’t occur 
to me until we’d landed at East Midlands that 
maybe I should have been worried about the safety 
aspect of flying  home through a cloud of ash!);

Chocolate Oat Crunch 

 Ingredients     

  Method       

Heat oven to 160’C/140’fan/Gas 3 and grease and line a swiss roll  

baking tin or similar (11” x 7”)                

Cream butter and sugar together till soft and then work in the flour, 

oats and cocoa, mix thoroughly. (The mixture will be stiff and I find it 

easier to mix together by hand rather than use a spoon.)             

Press into the tin and bake for about 30 minutes then remove from 

oven and leave in the tin.                

Sieve together icing sugar and cocoa powder to    

remove any lumps and blend to a fairly stiff icing 

with the water. Pour over the oaty crunch mixture 

while it is still warm and leave in tin to cool             

completely.                      

When cold this will cut into approximately 18           

fingers. 
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How to clean the house   -  even I can cope with this!!

Chocolate Oat Crunch 

 Ingredients     

  Method       

Heat oven to 160’C/140’fan/Gas 3 and grease and line a swiss roll

Quiz answers:  

  Easy Microwave Jam 
Ingredients 
500g strawberries (works equally well with other berries too)               
1/4 cup lemon juice (approx 1 and 1/2 lemons)                   

 2 cups sugar (1lb)  
Method 
Place small saucer in freezer Wash and prepare fruit and place in 
a LARGE microwave bowl with lemon juice.              
Microwave on high for 4-5 minutes until fruit softens slightly.           
Stir in sugar and microwave on high for 20 minutes stirring occasionally. 
Drop small amount onto cold saucer and check for setting point - this will 
be slightly thinner than normal.              
Add 5 minutes more cooking on high if necessary (can vary for different 
fruits).           
Leave to stand for 5 minutes. Spoon into hot sterilised jars, seal and label. 
Yields 2 cups (2 average size jam jars)                    
Notes:    This jam will seem runnier than normal but cooking continues 
during standing time and it sets well once in jars and cooled.  It works well 
with strawberries ,  gooseberries and raspberries
