Text of the Month

Habakkuk 3:18

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Hot Cross Buns

500g / 1lb strong plain flour 2509 / 100z mixed dried fruit
1 tsp salt 509 / 20z butter

2tsp mixed spice 250ml / 8fl oz milk plus 3tbspn
100g / 320z caster sugar 1 large egg, beaten

79 sachet easy blend dried yeast 50g / 20z plain flour

Sift all the ingredients into a large bowl, then add the dried yeast and the
fruit. Mix well. Activate the yeast by adding 250ml warm (not hot)
milk and 50g melted butter. Mix in the beaten egg. Knead the mixture
well on a lightly floured surface until it becomes elastic and springy.
Divide the mixture into 12 equal pieces, then put them on a baking tray,
leaving enough room between them for them to double in size as they
rise. Mark the tops with a cross by making shallow cuts. Cover the buns
lightly with oiled cling film. Leave them for approximately2lhours

in a warm area. Pipe the cross on the top with a mixture of 50g plain
flour and 6 tablespns water, mixed to a paste, across where the shallow
cuts were made, then bake for 2®5 mins at Gas Mk 5, 19C. To
make the glaze, mix 50g / 20z caster sugar, 3 tablespns milk and
3 tablespns water together in a small pan. Stir over gentle heat until
sugar has dissolved then boil for 1 minute. Use this to glaze each
cooked bun twice to maximise the shiny finish.

This recipe is easy for the children to help withmeasuring, mixing,
kneading and glazing; and no doubt eating too!!

highlight a few significant dates in our history.

1784 - First Methodist society formed in Scartho, meeting in homes.

1836- First chapel built on present site. For those who have never
noticed, there is a stone from that building embedded in the wall of
the chapel above the door from the passage into the chapel, near tt
vestry.

1868 - Present chapel built.

1910- Sunday school built onto the chapel. This is the wider part at the
front where the preacher and musicians operate. There is a plaqu
on the wall to commemorate this. (It is the centenary of this
building this year.)

1939- Small hall built.
1969 - Large hall and ancillary rooms built.

These extensions to our premises very much reflect the growth of Scarth
from a small village to a large suburb.
