This week saw the eruption of a volcano under a glacier in Iceland        

causing widespread disruption; when due to volcanic ash in the air all 

aircraft where grounded for health and safety reasons. This volcano, the 

fifth largest in Iceland had been dormant and last erupted in 1820.  

Many people who were expecting to return from their Easter  holidays 

abroad where caught out without money or accommodation. Depending 
on where flights where booked and paid for, depended on what if any 

compensation  passengers were promised. Secondly people then found 

that employers were not always helpful. The problem was due to what 

insurers refer to as “an act of God” and when this happens employers (as

I must admit it has always amused me that when something  happens with 

nature such as floods, tsunamis and hurricanes  people always call it an 

“act of God” but when we have a fantastically hot summer people don’t 

rejoice and call it an act of God they blame global warming. Why isn’t 

God known for the good “acts” they perceive too!  We live in a one sided 

society where God only gets the blame and never the glory..     

On the plus side there have been tales of unexpected kindness from people 
who want nothing in return, those who have gone out of their way to help 

others. I have found that people learn most about us from when things are 

going wrong. It is easy to be a Christian when all is well, but harder when 

the chips are down. But in those times in my life, I have never felt so alive 
and God so close, I have not always known how things would turn out 

(just as I am sure those stranded did not) and there have been lots of tears 

as well as prayers but God always brings me through stronger and most of 

the time wiser. People see how we behave ourselves and how we help 
others at these times. Turning me from the person I was unto the person I 

am (still not perfect yet!) Surely that is more an act of God?.

1 egg beaten 

150g (5oz) plain flour 

1 teaspoon baking powder 

Cream butter and sugar together till light and fluffy then 
stir in peanut butter and mix well 

Add beaten egg  and the flour and baking powder 
Roll mixture into small balls and place on greased and 

lined baking tray. Using a damp fork flatten balls.     
Don’t make them too big as they puff up. 
Bake for 6 to 8 minutes at 180’C  until set and golden 

but not hard 
Using a palette knife or fish slice place on rack to cool. 

Be careful as they will be soft, they will crisp up 

when cool.
